Female Elbow

teflon tape, or add silicone around joint)

Vertical Pipe
(cut pipe to desired length with
hacksaw; attach to elbow)

Outflow Pipe
(cut remaining pipe to desired length with
hacksaw; attach to elbow and position

(thread onto male adapter tightly; seal with < O ¢ l Male Adapter

(from inside the barrel, thread into
pre-drilled hole to connect to elbow)

Drain Pipe from Rain Gutter System

{cut w/ hacksaw at appropriate point so the drain pipe will flow directly
into the bucket in the top of the rain barrel; additional elbow

or other site-specific configuration may be necessary)

Screen

(cut to fit, then place in bottom of bucket; prevents
debris & mosquitoes from entering rain barrel)

Bucket with Holes

{place snugly in pre-cut hole in
rain barrel to accept screen & drain pipe)

Hose Bib

(thread into pre-drilled hole in barrel; do not over-tighten;
leave small space - approx 1/8 inch - between barrel and
hose bib; use teflon tape to seal, or add silicone)
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to outflow location)
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Second Elbow

(attach to bottom of vertical pipe;
position as desired to direct overflow)

(use bricks, cinder blocks or other sturdy material
to create level, raised platform to place barrel on;
raising barrel will also help water to flow from
hose bib at higher water pressure)
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
